Marketing Ideas 

As you set up your displays, prepare your handouts, put out your materials, plan your events, and carry out other activities related to World AIDS Day, don’t forget you need to tell a variety of people about them in advance.   These range from those who direct your facility, staff involved in HIV care, staff involve in other care responsibilities, other facility staff, community organizations, the media, patients and their families and friends.  Ideas for marketing include the following.  This list may look long, but some of these ideas are fairly easy. 

· Send email announcements to staff.

· Work with your public affairs office; they will have ideas, formats for announcements, newsletters, and distribution lists that can be very helpful.

· Coordinate media contacts with your public affairs office to encourage coverage of events and interviews with VA experts on HIV/AIDS.

· Hang banners or put up posters about World AIDS Day events and activities.

· Ask your Chief of Staff to prepare a statement to be read, copied, or e-mailed in recognition of World AIDS Day.

· Put announcements on your facility Web site.

· Make announcements during Grand Rounds or staff meetings.

· Collaborate with your cafeteria and canteen staff to prepare ads on their bulletin boards, cash register notices, tray liners, or tent cards.

· Distribute flyers and other advertising via Vet Centers, Community-Based Outreach Clinics, benefits offices, and other VA or VHA programs.

· Work with your local community groups that serve veterans.
