A list for VA HIV coordinators and clinicians 

 
1. Work with your local leadership to conduct a special promotional HIV testing activity 

and/or hand out free condoms at your facility.  

2. Contact your local public relations person to see if you can add a short paragraph/blurb 
about World AIDS Day on the local news bulletin and front Web page. 

3. Contact your local public affairs officer to use the World AIDS Day poster on the Web site 
www.hiv.va.gov as an electronic bulletin board in the lobby or waiting rooms.   

4. Encourage staff and Veterans to visit the VHA Facebook website and/or Tweet about 
World AIDS Day.   

5. Ask your facility’s lead HIV clinician to ensure the facility’s HIV testing policy is in line with 
national VA HIV testing policies (http://www.hiv.va.gov/vahiv?page=prin-va-00). 

6.  Send the link to VA HIV testing rates (http://vaww.hiv.va.gov/data-reports/2009-HIV-
testing.asp) to the chief for the Primary Care service for your facility, the Chief of Staff, 
and the facility director. Let them know where your facility ranks. 

7. Let primary care providers know that HIV testing is as effective at saving lives as fecal 
occult blood screening or mammography. 

8. Put educational materials on HIV testing in primary care clinics, mental health clinics, 
substance use disorder (SUD) clinics, and/or emergency rooms. See vaww.hiv.va.gov or 
email publichealth@va.gov for ordering information.    

9. Arrange for a speaker for Grand Rounds on World AIDS Day, December 1, 2010.   

10. See if primary care providers are willing to try an HIV testing clinical reminder during the 
month of December.   
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
